These
workshops will provide expert, practical information and advice for the parties to analyze and
understand the issues that arise when a claim is made, and also how to prepare and negotiate a
settlement and produce a counterclaim if needed. They will help you to resolve such claimsin a
more effective manner and avoid lengthy and expensive litigation.
